Women's rights

Women of the early 1800s became aware of the male dominance in society (patriarchy). From then on women struggled for equality, and were largely rewarded. One of the first women's rights declarations was the “Declaration of Sentiments” in 1848. The Declaration of Rights and Sentiments was signed in New York. The principal author was Elizabeth Cady Stanton.

American women advocated
 women's right to vote from the 1820s onward. This was first achieved in Wyoming (1869) and in Utah (1870), although Utah women were disenfranchised
 by the U.S. Congress in 1887.The push to grant
 Utah women's suffrage
 was at least partially fueled by outsiders' belief that, given the right to vote, Utah women would dispose
 of polygamy
. Other territories and states granted women the right to vote in the late 19th and early 20th century, but national women's suffrage did not come until the Nineteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution was ratified in 1920.

· own property and to enter into legal contracts;

· serve in the military; and
